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SOUL HAS WEIGHT
' PHYSIGIAN THINKS

Dr. Macdougall of Haverhill Tells
of Experiments at
Death.

LOSS TO BODY RECORDED

Scales Showed an Ounce Gone in One
Case, He Says—Four Other
Doctors Present.

BOSTON, March 10.—That the human
soul has a definite welght, which can be
determined when it passes from the body,
Is the belief of Dr. Duncan Macdougall, a
reputable physician of Haverhill. Xe is
at the head of a Research Society which
for six years has been experimenting in
this fleld. With him, he says, have been
assoclated four other physiclans.

Dr. Macdougall's object was to learn If
the departure of the soul from the body

was attended by any manifestation that
could be recorded by any physical means.
The chief means to which resort was
made was the determination of the weight
of a body before and after death.

The method followed was to place a
dying patient in bed upon one of the
platforms of a pair of scales made ex-
pressly for the experiments, and then to
balance this weight by placing an equal
weight in the opposite platform. These
scales were constructed delicately enougi
to be sensitive to a weuight of less tnan
one-tenth of an ounce. In every case
after death the platform opposite the one
in which lay the subject of the test fell
suddenly, Dr. Macdougall says. -The tig-
ures on the dial index indicated the di-
minishment in weight.

Dr. Macdougall told of the results of
his experiments as follows:

** Four other physicians under my direc-
tion made the first test upon a patient
dying with tuberculosis, This man was
one of the ordinary type of the usual]
American temperament, neither particu- |
larly high strung nor of marked phleg-[
matic disposition. We placed him, a few
hours preceding death, upon a scale plat-
form, which I had constructed and which
was accurately balanced. Four hours later
with five doctors in attendance he died.

** The instant life ccased the opposite
scale pan fell with a suddenness that was
agtonishing—as if something had been
suddenly lifted from the body. Imme-
diately all the usual deduction.: were made
for physical loss of welght, and it was
discovered that there was still a full
ounce of weight unaccounted for.

I submitted apother subject arfifzted
with the sanle disease and nearing deaih
to the same experiment. le was a man
of much the same temperument as the
preceding patient and of about the same
physical type. The same result happened
at the passing of his life. The Instant
the heart ceased to beat there was the
sudden and almost uncanny diminishment
in weight.

**As experimenters, each physician in
attendance mada figures of his own con-
cerning this loss, and. at a consultation,
these figures were compared. The unac-
countabie loss continued to be shown.

< But this was less remarkable than
what took place in the third case. The
fubject was that of a man of larger phys-
jcal bufld, with a pronounced sluggish
temperament.  \When life cegged, as the
body lay in bed upon the scales, for a full
minute there uppeared to be no change in
weight. The physicians waiting in the
room Jooked into each other’s faces sflent-
ly, shaking their heads in the conviction
that our test had failed.

** Then suddenly the same thing hap-
pened that had occurred in the other
cases. There was a sudden diminuttion in
weight, which was soon found to be the
same as that of the preceding experi-
ments. i

1 believe that in this case, that of a
phlegmatic man slow of thought and ac-
tion, that the soul remained suspended in
the body after death, during the minute
that elupsed before it came to the con-
sciousness of its freedom. There is no
other way of accounting for it, and it is
what might be expected to happen in a
man of the subject’s temperament.

“Three other cuses were tried, {nclud-
ing that of a woman, and In each it was
established that a weight of from one-
half to a full ounce departed from the
body at the moment of expiration.”

'NIGHT SCHOOL FOR BUTCHERS

They Study the Pure Food Laws and
Recelve Diplomas After Examination.

The United Master Butchers are a unit
in declaring that the pure food laws are
as beneficial to them as to the public,
and they are co-operating for thelr en-
forcement. The association is a National
arganization, with State and city

branches, all affillated. George Diebel of
gt. Louls is President. A. I. Grimm s
President of the East Side Branch, the
biggest local organization. It has 400
members, all master butchers or owners
of meat shops.

The regular fortnightly meetings have
resolved themselves practically into night
schools. The sanitary bandling of meats
is discussed as well as their cutting up
and refrigeration. Every month lectures
are given hy experts. Examinations bave
been held from time to tune, and ail wha
pass them recetve diplomas, to be hung
up in thelr shops. The examining board
{a composed of three veteran master
butchers appointed by the Stata Presi-
derit. Over 800 certificates already have
been Issued to members of the East Side
branch, and examinations are being heid
all over thg-country.
