Lab Overview 
The weekly lab meetings are an integral part of Calculus II (Math 142). These labs are designed with (at 
least) two purposes: 

• to provide hands-on activities that will further your understanding of calculus. 

• to provide an introduction to and instruction in the use of modern computer software (Maple)

Access to Maple 10 
We will use the computer labs in MATHSTAT network maintained by the Department of Mathematics and 
each student may print up to 150 pages free of charge per semester. All of the computers in LC 102, 124, 
303A, and 401 are part of the MATHSTAT network. Maple 10 should also be available on computers in 
other academic computing labs, in the open labs in the residence halls, and in the main library.  If you 
would like to have Maple 10 installed on other University owned or leased computers, please discuss this 
with your TA. For work outside of the weekly lab session, feel free to use the ones that are most convenient 
for you. However, you may have to pay for printings when using computers in other networks. The 
MATHSAT labs are open M-F from 8:00 to 5:00. After-hour/weekend access to LC 303A is available (ask 
your TA for details).  

Students in this course may download a full copy of Maple 10 of $40 or receive the software on a CD for 
$50.  All purchases under this special plan must be made online at http://webstore.maplesoft.com/ using the 
promotion code USC0607. 

Grading 
Your lab grade will be based on two (2) lab projects, two (2) hour quizzes, weekly quizzes/assignments, 
and your attendance. It will count about 15% of your overall Math-142 grade.
